• Then throw another colored balloon, e.g. blue “It’s blue/it’s a blue 

    balloon“.

• Now the children are passing around two balloons.

• A third balloon can be added, e.g. yellow “It’s yellow/it’s a yellow          

balloon.“

• Then remove one of the balloons e.g. the red one, and replace it with        

a green one.

• Before the end of the activity throw all of the balloons you have in 

amongst the pupils and let them enjoy.
